1. Exceed our RPAC Goal. 2.  Ensure Quality Education for our Members. We seek to provide the best education in all areas of real estate - including technology - to enhance our members’ professionalism.  We are implementing ways to improve our Graduate Realtors Institute (GRI) designation and increase attendance. We have also partnered with RETSO to offer every Georgia REALTOR® a sizable discount so that they may attend this innovative, cutting-edge conference. 

3.  Provide Housing Indicators. To provide information on housing market statistics in a timely manner in order for our members to be the most informed agents in regards to current market conditions.

4.  Research Health Insurance Options for Members. A Presidential Advisory Group (PAG) has been appointed to explore health insurance options for Georgia Realtors. The PAG will research providers and plans, assimilate the information, and educate our Realtors regarding their health care insurance options. 

5. Diversify Communication Efforts. We are enhancing communication with our members through the expanded use of videos, which are released at least monthly. Video topics include issues, events and goals of the association.
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
