Idaho wrapped up our Legislative session the end of March.  The IAR worked with the Idaho Real Estate Commission to pass a law to include a required “Core Class” yearly instead of every other year to keep the members updated on changes within the industry.  Also we were able to pass legislation requiring all agents within their first license renewal period to take a “post licensing” course which was created with the new agents specifically in mind.  
 

We revived our Capitol Insiders Newsletter which is written by our GAD during the legislative session.  This newsletter is emailed twice monthly to our membership and gives and update on the legislation we are involved in.
 

In April we held our 3rd Annual Brokers Summit following our Board of Directors meeting.  The agenda included; Hot Issues from our Hot Line legal counsel, the Idaho Real Estate Commission, Appraisal Panel, REALTOR® Party,  Fair Housing and Social Media & Business information.  We were honored that the Summit was kicked off by Governor Butch Otter and Jeff Sayer, Director of the Idaho Department of Commerce.  Through a diversity grant from NAR were also able to present checks to Boise City Fair Housing Council, Asian Real Estate Association of America (AREAA) and National association of Hispanic Rea Estate Professionals (NAHREP).
 

Idaho has 4 new Hall of Fame members this year to add to our 3 pervious HOF members.

Idaho is thrilled to have one of our members in the first graduating class of the REALTOR® University with a Masters in Real Estate. We also are excited that two of our members are in this year’s class of the NAR Leadership academy.
 

We formed the Equal Housing Opportunity Committee this year and have instituted several work groups that were short lived to work on issues that require bylaws changes.  One work group was made up of the past state presidents.

 

The IAR staff has received training and is now offering assistance to local Boards looking to apply for NAR grants. 
Finally, after a 2 year break the Idaho REALTOR® Leadership Academy is back.
